Luigi Alberti graduated in Electrical Engineering at the University of Padua in 2005, with a thesis dealing with the weak formulation of electromagnetic field problems. In 2006, he enrolled to the PhD course in Electrical Engineering at the Department of Electrical Engineering of the University of Padua, developing a research project on the analysis and design of asynchronous machines for electric drives, with particular attention to machines powered by electronic converters. He received his PhD on 1 April 2009, defending a thesis entitled "A Modern Analysis Approach to Induction Motor for Variable Speed Applications".

Later he worked at the University of Padova as a research fellow, working on a project concerning the development of new configurations of asynchronous generators for the production of electric energy from renewable sources.
From May 2012 to April 2015 he served as assistant professor at the Faculty of Science and Technology of the Free University of Bolzano where he was appointed Associate Professor in May 2015.
From 1 October 2016 he is a member of the Department of Industrial Engineering of the University of Padua as an Associate Professor in the scientific disciplinary sector ING-IND / 32.
His scientific activity regards the study of electrical machines and drives with particular attention to applications for renewable energy and sustainable mobility. In this frame he has been, and currently  is, the owner of several projects financed both by public bodies and private industries. On these projects he was supervisor of five PhD students.
He is a member of several scientific societies, including the IEEE, for which he serves as a reviewer for publications at international journals and conferences.
